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The aims of the event are to emphasise the economic and social benefits of conserving our built heritage to promote traditional building methods, skills and materials as well as generate mutual appreciation among industry professionals and building owners.  It is hoped that it will also create an appreciation of heritage among both industry professionals and building owners.

Professor Malcom Parry is amongst a prestigious list of speakers on day one.  He will be talking on balancing the needs of modern communities with the preservation of heritage in his seminar called “Building on the past”.  Before his retirement Malcom was Head of the Welsh school of Architecture at Cardiff University.  He is publicly recognised for his regular TV and radio broadcasts and is internationally renowned in his field. Phil Carradice in his talk entitled “The Teifi and Cardigan” will be talking on the past and future influence of the river in the town.  Phil is widely published for his novels, poetry and historical books, the most recent being “The Town Built to Build Ships – the history of Pembroke Dock and its Dockyard.”  Other speakers include Andrew Backhouse who will be covering “Heritage Tourism”, more precisely examples of successful heritage developments for visitors and what lessons we can learn from them.  

A forum will take place “How can we take an holistic view of heritage tourism?”  Cardigan Castle becomes a case study for discussion here.  On day 2 there will be presentations, trade stands and demonstrations on the areas of masonry, chimneys, roofs, windows, limework, specialist pain and lead work.

If you are an owner of historical commercial and domestic building, a planning or conservation and heritage officer, architect, builder or in construction trade or a tourism operator this event applies to you.  The event is free of charge, funded by Objective 1 money, Cadw, Heritage Lottery Fund, Ceredigion County Council and the Welsh Assembly Government.
