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BUSINESS IS BRIGHT ON LLANDDEWI BREFI’ HILLS
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The road from Llanddewi Brefi, up the mountain, a single line of electricity poles. Only a year ago this was a novelty, but now thanks to an Objective 1 grant to help boost the 11 properties in a business sense in the locality they are a familiar sight. Cwm Brefi Electrification Project ran through a mentor group Curiad Caron Cyf., received £143,900 in Objective 1 funds, and cost in total £298,900. It hoped to secure a sustainable future for a rural and peripheral community by providing mains electricity where none existed. The project delivered the basic service of electricity to a community of 11 properties in the valley of Cwm Brefi. But what has this meant to the local residents of Llanddewi Brefi Mountain? 

Mr and Mrs Roberts of Bryn Glas near Llanddewi were one of the residents to receive mains electric for the first time, said, “There is now the potential to develop the farm into a B + B Business and tea rooms. We do sheep farming here, and electronic sheering saves a lot of time.” 
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Mrs Davies of Aberduddwr said,

 “The scheme has made a tremendous difference to our work lives here.  Work-wise with the lambing, we have 3 sheds and the lights were only ever on in one end only, as the generators weren’t strong enough.  Is there light at the end of the shed? I used to think, as there wasn’t enough power ever to have all 3 lights on.  Now we have electric lamb warming boxes and automatic feeders and a pressure washer, which needed too much power for a generator.”

And Mr and Mrs Duffy of Llanddewi Brefi commented,

“We have a plumbing and heating and air conditioning business.  The introduction of mains electric has allowed us to develop new business venture.  Refrigeration means the business could become more competitive.  The current noise pollution was not good for generating new business.  The generator used to break down regularly and sometimes we were weeks without electric.” 
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“Is there light at the end of the shed? I used to think, as there wasn’t enough power ever to have all 3 lights on.”
