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Today, the Genesis Cymru project was launched for Ceredigion.  The project aims to help people overcome many of the barriers they face when wanting to learn new skills or return to work.  

This all Wales project, which is funded by the European Social Fund through Objective 1, will be available for everyone over 16.  It offers a range of support from building confidence to giving advice about higher education.

Genesis Ceredigion is flexible, and responsive to demand.  Those who are on low income or benefits may be eligible to receive financial help, such as transport costs, when undertaking training or employment.  Parents, especially women, may find the provision of free or subsidised childcare, especially helpful.

Other support available from the scheme includes guidance towards training, employment or volunteering, as well as confidence building workshops and childcare support for community training events.  Genesis Ceredigion, although compatible with existing projects, provides additionality.

As Anna Rummey, Project Manager for Genesis Ceredigion said; ‘This project works alongside people to help them explore long forgotten hopes and aspirations and provides guidance and support to help them achieve their hopes and build a brighter future.
