Mobile Science Lab Launch

A new project, called Science Circuit, supported by the European Objective 1 had its official launch on Wednesday June 15th 2005.  Guest speakers included Dr John Harris, Dean of Science; Cecilia Barton, Chair of Economic Regeneration Partnership Board and Hayden Richards, Chair of Ceredigion County Council. 

The Dean of Science said; “What better way to take Science in to the community?”

On the day there was a chance to visit the new Science Circuit trailer, the theme of “Kitchen Science” was demonstrated to the Chair and Dean amongst other members of the public in the afternoon.  Chair of Ceredigion County Council said; 

“This is a fantastic way to get science out to the people of Ceredigion. It’s a good example of funding a project that has the potential to raise the skills level of the potential workforce in Ceredigion.  Out of a total project cost of £533k, ERDF is contributing around £240k, with private businesses contributing £5k and the University the balance. The Ceredigion Economic Regeneration Partnership were pleased to give their full support to the project as it contributes to their strategic Objective to improve access to essential services in the rural areas of Ceredigion.  The concept of taking a science lab out into these peripheral areas to engage in an imaginative way with people who so far have not been successful with getting involved with science education.”

It is said that the new courses, which will run on the mobile science lab around the county, will be “bite sized”.  A project such as this one that looks to engage the potential workforce and raise interest in Science skills that are in demand in the food and environment employment sectors is therefore particularly welcome.
