A ‘5 Mine’ Walk from Cwmsymlog to Bronfloyd passing various mine sites on route.  For those unable to do the walk there is an option to stay at Cwmsymlog for the morning and then meet at Bronfloyd mine at 2pm. Monday 27th August at 11am will see Frongoch as the meeting place.  The mines of Frongoch, Wemyss, the Pont Ceunant Generating Station and then Graig goch will be visited.
