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New Tenants Sign for Unit 7 at Parc Aberporth thanks to Objective 1.
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Selex – Sensors and Airbourne systems, new tenants to the new UAV centre at Parc Aberporth have just signed the intent to lease Unit 7 with Andrew Davies, Welsh Minister for Economic Development on Friday the 7th July.  The £2.3m Objective 1 project which has the potential to create over 200 jobs near Cardigan received a European grant for £666.7k in 2005.  

The new partnership between West Wales Airport near Aberporth and QinetiQ which deals with Global Defence and Security will see the creation of a national UAV centre that will provide the necessary advice and guidance on all matters relating to the deployment of UAVs.  The ultimate aim of centre is to facilitate routine UAV operations beyond the line of sight and outside segregated airspace.

Andrew Davies said,

“I am delighted to welcome the new tenet called Selex, the leading edge company to help with our vision at Parc Aberporth.  Selex will be working with QuiniteQ in developing the UAVs here at Aberporth. European funding has made possible this state of the art facility and the opening today is symbolic of the new future for West Wales.  I am happy to be signing the lease agreement for unit 7 in Aberporth.”
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When asked how he felt about his new job at Aberporth Carl Davies said,

“It’s the first time in ages I have felt excited about going to work.  My job is permanent and it’s great that I haven’t had to leave the area for work; I come from this area and have a family here.  If my kids can get jobs here in 10 years time then great!”
