New Heritage and Education Centre for Llangrannog

A new heritage and educational centre for the Urdd Gobaith Cymru organisation in Llangrannog is nearing completion.  The project is part of a phased £5.5m re-development of Gwersyll yr Urdd in Llangrannog as an all-weather, year round facility. The £429k Objective 1 grant was used in the building of the centre, and it is hoped it will attract national and international visitors and market the Urdd and the Gwersyll and Ceredigion, especially its Heritage Coast as a prime visitor destination. Other contributors include Heritage Lottery Fund, Welsh Assembly Government and Urdd Gobaith.

The £1.1m project renovated a disused farmhouse and out houses located at the main entrance of the Urdd’s Gwersyll in Llangrannog into a contemporary and sustainable Heritage Centre along with access, landscaping and car parking.  The house will boast multi-media packages for interpretation purposes, educational space and workspace for artists, a main gallery and small gallery areas for temporary exhibitions and sale of local quality products. There will also be a refreshments and catering/preparation area.

The Heritage Centre is expected to create 6 long-term sustainable jobs for daily running of the facility and as a stand-alone project is set to generate an additional 15,000 tourists a year. Visitor annual spend associated with the centre is estimated at nearly quarter of a million of additional spend to the local economy.

The Urdd was set up in 1932 as a summer camp for Welsh youths and it now boasts 13 different activities from a salto trampoline, ski slope to go karting, horse riding, quad biking and more.  Lowri Jones, marketing officer said: 

“The Objective 1 grant helped us to renovate the old farm buildings to create an ideal location for a Heritage Centre, that hopefully will prove to be a great asset to Llangrannog Urdd Centre and the wider community as a whole. This is all part of our new developments. We also have a fantastic new leisure centre and sleeping block.”
