On Saturday 30th September, the Waunifor Centre will have an official launch day, and the public are invited from as far as they like to come and drop in on the day.  The celebration is for the completion of the 3 new buildings, which were part funded by Objective 1.

Councillor Keith Evans said, “With the help of Objective 1 and Local Regeneration Funding from Ceredigion County Council, plus much volunteer labour, Waunifor has been able to complete the building of a large versatile event space along with a high quality catering facility and an attractive craft studio to enhance existing facilities.  This both benefits the community as a great facility and also is a wonderful tourist attraction.”

Diane Cook of Waunifor said,

“We warmly invite people and their family and friends to drop in and have a look around.  There will be tours of the buildings and grounds, free refreshments, children’s games, a magician and face painting, as well as local artists exhibiting their work and live musicians dotted around the place.  It will be a fun day”

Waunifor is an historic five-acre site that was once part of a large estate, near Maesycrugiau in the Teifi Valley.  More recently it was turned into a holiday complex and was bought by the Template Foundation, a registered charity, in 1999. The charity continued with the holiday business but with added emphasis on education and activity holidays.  The project aims to develop Waunifor as a multi activity and educational facility for use locally, nationally, and internationally.  The project is seeking to offer special interest and niche holidays and residential workshops, whilst at the same time developing close links with the local community and community groups and aims to run many events for people from the local area.  

Waunifor also seeks to offer management and leadership courses for the corporate market.  The centre now offers many and varied events, such as creativity holidays with pottery and crafts, music concerts, design workshops, outdoor activities, confidence and team building, stress management and sustainability courses.
